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Office of the Controller of Examinations plays a 
spectacular role in public image building of the 
University. The students demand timely declaration 
of result, issuance of documents like detailed marks 
certificate, provisional certificate etc.,  and an early 
evaluation of their theses. Final result notification 
process right from receipt of GS-10/ UG-1 forms and 
award lists are computerized. The process, which 
used to take months, now takes days and is almost 
error free. The documents are issued at the earliest or 
as and when the due process is completed. Software 
has also been provided to the faculty members to 
prepare the award list(s). The teachers only feed the 
figures of different parts of the examination. The 
software calculates itself the total marks and indicates 
grading. Now, the Controller of Examinations office 
is in process of online submission of results by the 
teachers/examiners

Declaration of Results 

Office of the Controller of Examinations issues the 
semester result notifications, final result notifications 
and in addition to this, Postgraduate Section of 
Controller of Examinations office fortnightly notifies 
the award of degree to the successful candidates of 
postgraduate students. The result notifications of 
Ph.D. Scholars are issued immediately after all the 
requisite formalities are fulfilled. During the year 
under report 145 Ph.D. students were admitted to 
the degree of Ph.D (Annexure-I). 

Affiliated Colleges

The Controller of Examinations office conducted 
the examinations of the students from the affiliated 
colleges. There are 6 In-Service Government 
Agricultural Training Institutes, one Extension 
Services Management Academy (ESMA) at Garhi 
Dopatta, Muzaffarabad, Azad Kashmir affiliated 
with the University for three-year diploma course 
in Agricultural Science (DAS) and two years course 
Livestock Assistant Diploma (LAD). The Controller of 
Examinations office also conducted the exams of 
DAS/LAD, One year Rural Home Economics Diploma 
course and One year Agriculture Diploma Course at 
Main Campus, University of Agriculture, Faisalabad 
and Two years Poultry Assistant Diploma Course 
(PAD) at UAF Sub-Campus at Toba Tek Singh. During 

the year under report 259 DAS, 105 LAD and 13 PAD 
students qualified the above said diploma. The Co-
operative Training College, Faisalabad has also been 
affiliated for Diploma in Community Development 
through Co-operatives.   
	

Economic Measures

Ph.D thesis is evaluated by two experts from the 
advanced countries. Very high cost of private postal 
service was being used to mail theses to the experts. 
Contract was signed with Pakistan Postal Service to 
post the theses to the examiners. This saved more 
than Rs.0.5 million of the University during the report 
period. This mail service has been found equally 
efficient compared to the private mail service which 
is cost intensive.

Convocations

23rd Convocation of the university was held on 16th 
March 2016. The Controller of Examinations’ office 
performed extra onerous and arduous duties beyond 
the office hours and also during holidays in order to 
cope with heavy work load for successful conduct 
of the Convocation. A total of 4889 degrees and 45 
medals on 23rd Convocation were awarded to the 
meritorious scholars of the years 2015, respectively. 

Ph. D Comprehensive Examination

Comprehensive examination for Ph.D. students is 
held twice a year at the end of each regular semester. 
During the year 2015-16, 507 Ph.D. students 
appeared in the comprehensive examination. To 
bring transparency, the examination was held in the 
video conference room. The Vice Chancellor and the 
Controller of Examinations were able to view the 
examination by CCTV Camera installed in their office. 
The proceedings of the oral part of comprehensive 
examination are also recorded.

I. 	 Initiative by ORIC to Encourage and Enhance Quality Research Publication 
	 by  UAF

The ORIC always motivates and sensitizes the researchers to enhance quality publication in the internationally 
indexed scientific journals. It was proposed by ORIC to graduate studies and research board to incentivize the 
researcher (faculty members and students) who are delicately engaged in research activities and published 
the research findings/ research outcomes in the impact factor journals of international repute. Considering 
the proposed idea the UAF has devised a package to pay expenditure incurred on research publications. 
Incentives for best cited papers have also been launched.
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J.	 A Seminar on Cotton 

The University of Agriculture Faisalabad organized an exclusive session on “Crises in cotton crops: future 
pathways” on May 23, 2016 at New Senate Hall. Dr. William Neil Forrester, an international cotton expert was 
the resource person. Dr. Forrester has a vast knowledge and experience about Pakistani cotton, its issues and 
challenges. Syed Fakhar-e-Imam, Ex-speaker National Assembly was the guest of honour for the occesion. 
Prof, Dr. Iqrar Ahmad Khan (SI), the Vice Chancellor during his opening remarks shared his observations 
regarding cotton production and highlighted the challenges clearly identifying almost all the crucial pitfalls, 
malpractices and socio political and economic factors that are under mining efforts for the rehabilitation of 
cotton crops in Pakistan.
 Dr. William Neil Forrester through a presentation reviewed the cases of low productivity of cotton and 
highlighted the persisting repercussions for cotton as a commodity in the international market in terms of 
double options and stressed the need for enhancing its production. The house was then opened for question 
for faculty members in attendance and a lively interactive and elaborate discussion ensued regarding the 
revival of cotton crop in the country. 
Syed Fakhar-e-Imam in his concluding remarks compared Agri. Policy in Pakistan to that in India and 
expressed his concerns  about hike in prices of Agricultural inputs. He pointed out the frustration of Pakistan 
farmers regarding  the putrid marketing system for Agri. Commodities, and urged his listeners to take steps 
for uplifting of Agriculture in Pakistan considering it a “Now and Never” undertaken. Captain Arif Nadeem 
(CEO Pakistan Agri. Collation), Ex Vice Chancellors Prof. Dr. Khalid Mehmood Khan & Prof. Dr. Bashir Ahmad, 
Mr. Afaq Tawana (Chairman FAP), DG (Agri,) Research DG (Agri) Ext. & Adaptive Research, EDO Agri., Cotton 
Commissioner, Deans/Directors and President FCCI, farmers participated in this national level event. Prof. Dr. 
M. Aslam Mirza, Director ORIC thanked all the participants specifically appreciated those who had to travel 
a long way to attend this seminar.

K.	 International Internship

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Endowment Fund Secretariat

Background 
University of Agriculture, Faisalabad (UAF) has 
established FDTTPC Endowment Fund with 
the assistance of USDA. The Ministry of Finance 
transferred Rs. 650.00 million to UAF in 2006, 
which has been expanded to Rs. 816.00 million by 
the addition of 15% of annual income. The income 
generated is allocated for different activities 
in line with the Pakistan’s long term goals for 
the agriculture sector. The goals focus on food 
security, poverty alleviation and promoting broad 
based equitable and sustainable agriculture.

•	 To support UAF programs for advanced 
training in Biotechnology, Agricultural 
Sciences Research, Technology Transfer and 
Product Commercialization. 

•	 To strengthen faculty and support R&D 
activities of UAF. 

•	 To support similar programs with other 
institutions of higher learning and public 
sector organizations. 

•	 To encourage increased cooperation among 
scientists conducting agriculture-related 
research at universities in Pakistan and the 
United States of America.

Fund’s Administration  
The Endowment Fund was created by the 
Syndicate of the University. It is an independent 
entity and possess all of the powers necessary to 
carry out its objectives. 
The Board of Directors (BoD) is the governing 
body of this fund.  The Vice Chancellor, University 
of Agriculture, Faisalabad (UAF) is the Chairman 
of the Board. All the activities are planned, 
approved and coordinated through Endowment 
Fund Secretariat (EFS) under the supervision of 
Executive Director. 
Endowment Fund Secretariat is responsible for 
the operation of the Fund which consists mainly 
of the selection, processing, approval, monitoring, 
evaluation and coordination of projects supported 
in whole or in part by it. The primary source of 
such funding is the income generated through 
the investment of the principal amount. 

Components:  
Following are the four main components of 
Endowment Fund: 

1.	 Faculty Development 
The opportunities for training of UAF faculty in 
agricultural and allied sciences are offered for 
1-3 months. EFS also provides financial support 
for presenting papers in conferences/seminars 
abroad, specialized short visits abroad, for inviting 
foreign experts and for organizing seminars/
conferences/workshops at UAF. During 2015-16, 
total 12 seminars/workshops, 07 travel grants 
for presenting paper and 09 short trainings were 
awarded. 

2.	 Technology Transfer 
EFS accepts proposals for technology transfer 
from all public sector organizations related to 
agriculture and allied sciences. The portfolio 
under this component consists of projects at 
farmers’ field, demonstration at UAF campus and 
University Outreach Program. During 2015-16, 
08 new projects were initiated and 07 outreach 
activities were funded for community services. 

3.   Research & Development 
Research & Development (R&D) proposals related 
to agriculture and allied disciplines are funded 
under this component. 20-projects including 
11-projects under Dengue Research Program 
has been awarded. Endowment Fund has also 
established a Bio Safety Lab. (BSL-3) under this 
Component. During 2015-16, 03 new projects 
were initiated. 

4.    Product Commercialization 
Commercialization is the process that converts 
ideas, research, or prototypes into viable 
products that retain the desired functionality. 
Commercialization also involves formulating 
the manufacturing and supply chain strategies 
and devising implementation plans. For 
commercialization of cutting edge products 
and technologies, proposals are invited from 
scientists working in the public sector agricultural 
organizations. Under this Component Business 
Incubation Center and a Farmers’ Market has been 
established which are fully functional under the 
University administration.

University of Agriculture, Faisalabad has managed to have remarkable achievements at national & 
international level and the establishment of QEC under the guidelines of HEC is one of them. The QEC-
UAF was established in 2005. The standard of education in Pakistan is not up to the mark of international 
standards, as our degree is either not accepted or rarely recognized as compared to other countries degree.  
To fill this gap and to enhance the overall quality of our education system, HEC has set up Quality assurance 
agency. University of Agriculture, Faisalabad contributes towards overall improvement of education system 
in the country.

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STRENGTHENING TECHNOLOGICAL INFRASTRUCTURE

Teaching, research, and learning without Information Technology (IT) services cannot be imagined anymore. 
In today’s world, it’s highly critical to stay up-to-date with the pace of change in the in IT sector. University 
of Agriculture Faisalabad’s (UAF) current IT infrastructure is catering the multi-dimensional requirements of 
UAF community. Under the visionary and astonishing leadership of Prof. Dr. Iqrar Ahmad Khan (SI), our IT 
department has extended their technical services and facilitating internet connectivity round the clock to 
the University community.  Our IT professionals are available 24/7-365 to support and guide the researchers, 
students and academic/non-academic staffs to pilot their efficiency and exertion. The HEC has rated UAF 
at the top position for research output among 140 Universities in the country. We are planning to put great 
emphasize on dissemination of research output that is being produced faster than ever and its translation 
into goods and services and timely updated on university website. 
UAF Initiative on Internet and Society is a step into exploring, understanding and trying to comprehend 
cyberspace and get solution of the problems. We have recently established the cross-university 
interdisciplinary Research Initiative on Internet and Society. We are exploring the development of 
cyberspace, to facilitate its study, to better understand its relationships to business, technology, economic, 
social, legal, and other dimensions of the University community. Going forward, the immediate focus will 
be to keep up with the rapid advancement in technology, stay connected and up-to-date with the global 
world. IT professionals of UAF are working towards exploring the different ways to help faculty staff and 
students to expand innovative research and solutions to the end users. ITRCDB (Information Technology 
Resource Center and Data Bank) is working proficiently on two main components, Network and Software 
Development to facilitate the community. Our technical experts are engaged in designing some sort of 
real time indicators and protocols that can help us to measure and improve learning capabilities, student 
engagement and other factors that can contribute to the overall success of our program and graduates. 
We’re open to collaborating with people who can help us develop the content as well as scale up the 
program itself. 
 
Network Section 
Information Technology has become an essential part of our daily lives In 2004, UAF took a major step 
towards providing a stable gigabyte network across the campus through a project named “Campus-wide 
Networking and Computerization of University of Agriculture Faisalabad” using Fiber Optics”. It supported 
400 nodes of Network which has increased to 1500 nodes in 2008. To cope with the increasing number of 
nodes in the current infrastructure “Up gradation/Strengthening of I.T Infrastructure” was launched under 
the mega project for expansion and up gradation of internet, web and software facilities to entertain in 
reliable manners at UAF. A new state of the art Data Centre has been developed providing around 2800 
nodes, existing hardware has been updated in the Main and Old campuses and all the student’s hostels have 
equipped with wireless capability.  
In December 2010, Information Technology Resource Center and Data Bank (ITRCDB) was established to 
provide centralized IT support and services to the entire campus.
The Data Center of ITRCDB is equipped with latest software and hardware resources like Core Switches 
(CISCO catalyst switch C6807XL CISCO Switch 6507), Wireless Controller CISCO 4402 with IPS, Adaptive 
Security Appliance CISCO 5550 with redundant Firewall, Anti-x & IPsec VPN, IBM’s series Blade servers with 
5.8 TB SAN, Dell Power Edge and HP ML 370 G4 servers, and Operating system Resources like Windows 
Server 2008 R, Windows Server 2012 R2, Microsoft Office Communicator Server and so on. (VM). ITRCDB has 
centralized database management system which is configured with Oracle 11g Release 2 that is used for 
maintaining all university data. ITRCDB’s state-of-the-art Data Center is distributing 560 Mbps bandwidth 
to the entire campus including academic blocks, administration, and hostels. These facilities are connected 
with Pakistan Education Research Network (PERN2). UAF is working towards increasing the bandwidth 
to the next level to facilitate the increasing demand of internet due to massive use of laptops and smart 
devices. Campus wide core network is comprised of distributing switches of CISCO catalyst 3560 which are 
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providing connectivity to Access layer switches (CISCO Catalyst 3960, 2950 and 520) and CISCO Light Weight 
Access Point 1242 series through UTP and Core medium Fiber Optic. The Data Center is providing 560 Mbps 
real-time Internet connectivity to all departments including the hostels of students and faculty affiliates. 
University of Agriculture, Faisalabad have agreement with PERN for internet connectivity in all sub campuses 
of UAF under the umbrella of this agreement  PERN have deployed 60Mbps dedicated internet fiber optic 
link with the coordination of Department of Information Technology Resource Center and Data Bank at 
PARS, Toba Tek Sing and Burewala sub campus of University of Agriculture Faisalabad. Wi-Fi facility is also 
deployed by the ITRCDB, UAF at all three sub campuses area as well as in hostels.

Security Surveillance System 
UAF poses many unique challenges when it comes to security. A video surveillance system must be carefully 
planned out in order to keep watch over the diverse assortment of facilities that comprise of a typical campus 
community. From dormitories and libraries to sports complexes and sprawling student’s grounds, there’s a 
way in ensuring the safety of students, faculty and facilities of campus.
ITRCDB has deployed around 100 IP cameras in UAF main campus to provide 24x7 monitoring and security 
365 a days. Security control room is also part of this project to monitor all cameras through a video wall 
as displayed in above picture. The new security surveillance also provide 30 days surveillance recording 
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backup of all cameras which help in investigations to identify individuals who have committed crimes or 
breach university policies.

Software Section  
Information Technology Resource Center and Data Bank (ITRCDB) has also developed modules for different 

departments of UAF. 

Distance Learning Environment 
With the collaboration of HEC, UAF deployed Learning Management Solution (LMS) that is catering around 
20,000 students. All the course material is published on LMS site which not only proving central repository for 
course management but also facilitating the faculty for managing attendance, online quizzes & midterms, 
assignments, and audio/video lecture delivery. Chat section for teacher with class, Turnitin Assignment 
module, Enrollment of Students, Digital library. UAF posted a list of MOCCs on LMS as well which are free for 

general audience and farmers. 

Digital Library & Book Bank Information System  
•	 Robust Library Management software is developed in house to facilitate computerized book record, 

e-search facility of books, journals and thesis, and track issuance records of books. 
•	 Digital library program from HEC is playing a key role in the availability of electronic resources for the 

students at UAF. There are couple labs established at the library for male and female students who have 
access to digital library 24/7. ELIN & Ebrary are the popular ones among the students. 

•	 Process of book issue, Book rents and fine all is controlled by this in house system. 

Web Portal  
•	 FTP server is configured by the ITRCDB to cater the staff and faculty for uploading/downloading files. 
•	 Microsoft Cloud services are also being used to share the data within the organization. Data is posted 

and retrieved through a single sign on process using email credentials. 
•	 Use of E-Calendar is introduced campus-wide that facilitate all the faculty and staff to stay connected 

and schedule their appointments using electronic method. 

Online Admission & Record Information System  
In 2014, UAF lunched online admission system (Admissions & Enrollment of undergraduate and postgraduate) 
that was capable of taking the applications online. During the session 2016-17 we can proudly announced 
that first time ever all the process from entry test to admission and fee collection of first semester is done 
through online admission portal which is a great achievements for us. This summery report will describe all 
the process of admission in step by step. 

Entry Tests  
•	 UAF conduct four entry test with various streams for the admission of under graduate’s session 2016-

17 in which almost 22000+ candidates registered with our entry test portal and submitted the 27000+ 
application for entry test for all the 12 test centers.

•	 Below graph will describe the complete four entry test breakups.

Admission System: 
•	 After successful completion of entry test procedure Admission procedure is started which is fully 

integrated with the entry test process and their results. During the admission process approx. 7000 
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application submitted electronically through our online systems which are considered for merit 
generation after complete inspection of the application.

•	  UAF developed in-house admission and record software that is playing a core role in the admissions to 
record data of all incoming and existing students. This application is also capable of calculating merit 
lists automatically according to the rules. For last 5 years, admission process is being facilitated by this 
software. For this purpose, ITRCDB launch latest technologies of Oracle 11G web-logic by which any 
user can access the system at home or office. Admission process and fees of newly incoming students 
are generated by this system.

Mobile Apps  
UAF launched few android apps in last 4 months that are designed for information distribution and student 
& staff interaction. UAF campus app helps students to stay tuned with latest news and updates and access to 
information on few clicks. They are also facilitated with online admission through app, checking merit lists, 
and many more other options to explore.  

Electronic generation of DMCs, Degrees, and Award lists  
Controller of Examination office is also equipped with in house developed software which is capable of 
generating DMCs, Degrees, Award list generation and management, subject enrollments of all postgraduate 
and undergraduate students and result lists generation. Right after the admission of any student of 
postgraduate or undergraduate, process start from registrations of students till DMC issued is all controlled 
by in house system and centralized database.

Electronic printing of Identity Cards  
Directorate of Students Affairs Information System for students/staff is facilitating to generate and print 
identity cards. All the data of student includes pictures are store in this system which is next used for many 
purposes i.e. library card management, Book bank record and hostel management system.

Electronic printing of fee slips  
Undergraduate and Postgraduate Fee Management System is also major software which is capable of keep 
track of all fees paid by students in each semester. Fee slips are being generated by using this software 
automatically for last few years. This software is providing financial management assistance of funds to the 
treasurer office. With this system, fee vouchers can be printed at department levels. which is completely 
designed credential based.  

Accounts Management System   
The Accounts department is capable of issuing self finance fee voucher to all postgraduate and undergraduate 
students by this system. All the data related to student finance is stored in IT centralized database.   

Electronic Hostel allocation system   
In 2014, ITRCDB developed an application that is capable of allocating hostel form one central database. 
Hostel management system is completely capable of storing and maintains hostel wise student records. 
This data is limited in access to Fees office for printing of boarder vouchers. The system stores complete 
history of all students from the time of admission till degree and furthermore it has capacity of credit based 
access by the male and female hostels.

Use of Social Media has become a major pillar of campus life. UAF is aggressively working on Twitter, Facebook, 
LinkedIn, RSS Feed, YouTube University Channel to stay connected with students and global world to help 
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them and provide them information related to campus activities and other News and Information related to 
campus life. All the news and announcements are broadcast using Twitter, RSS Feed and Facebook pages.

The major objectives of these competitions are to develop and 
facilitate entrepreneurship and innovativeness culture among the students of the university. 

Student Startup Business Center 
Today, universities act as important agents of knowledge-based economies and the innovation cycle, 
agents that are considered as the driving engine of human knowledge and which aim at the development 
of societies. Given the widespread view that increase in university research boosts society’s capacities, one 
should also note that as long as the outcomes of university research are not transferred to public, it would 
be practically of no benefit to the society. To facilitate technology transfer, the University needs to provide 
an organizational structure and procedures through which inventions and discoveries made in the course of 
University research are made readily available to the public through channels of commerce. The University 
recognizes that efficient and effective means of commercializing University technology may be through 
student start-up companies. 
In this regard, a joint program of Promotion of Education in Pakistan (PEP) Foundation, Inc., New York, Higher 
Education Commission (HEC), Pakistan and University of Agriculture Faisalabad (UAF) has established a 
Student Startup Business Centers at UAF. The objectives of student startup business centers are, promotion 
of innovation and entrepreneurship in students, enhancing their practical learning experience at 
universities; and strengthening universities by increasing their capacities to offer education that addresses 
the requirements of the 21st century.

Establishment of Intellectual Property Rights (IPR) Desk at UAF

Under the circumstances, financial sponsorship of deserving and merited 
students may help to create soothing impact on the community particularly the rural masses and bring 
a positive and healthy social change in the long run. True to its motto” Education with public spirit and 
market dynamism” the University has instituted a comprehensive and well developed scholarship scheme/
career services/university advancement to extend financial support to the talented but needy students. 
We continue to increase its extent and amount in order to meet our obligations.  An amount of Rs.346.45/- 
million was distributed among 4533 Students during 2015-16 for financial assistance.

Student Financial Assistance Mechanism at UAF
Financial Assistance to meritorious and deserving Students is extended in following Forms:-

Scholarship Program
Scholarships are awarded to needy and meritorious students. Award is based on merit, financial need, or a 
combination of both merit and need. Scholarships can come from different sources and they may vary in the 
awarding criteria. University is awarding 10% merit scholarships to graduate and undergraduate students 
on CGPA basis and 5% to PhD students in addition to need based scholarships.

Fee Concession 
1.	 Tuition fee concession (50%) to 10% students of the class by academic heads of different faculties 
and institutes
2.	 Brother/sister tuition fee concession up to 50% on application through the academic heads
3.	 Fee exemption to disabled persons admitted on disabled quota on application through the 
academic heads.

Internship Program
An internship is a work-related learning experience for students who wish to develop hands on work 
experience in a certain occupational field. Most internships are temporary assignments, can be shorter or 
longer depending upon the program requirements. These may be paid, unpaid or partially paid in the form 
of a stipend. 

Work-Study Program
It is a form of financial assistance in which students perform work in exchange for money for their 
education. A number of students are working on various research projects sponsored by HEC/ Government 
Departments/ organizations. The students are also being hired on hourly basis in different departments of 
the university. A ratio of 50% of total budget (DPL) was allocated to hire the students for different services in 
respective departments. This ratio has been enhanced to 60% for fiscal year 2014-15. 
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Student Loan Scheme 
Students of this University also apply to National Bank of Pakistan to get interest free loan in order to support 
their education. Students are facilitated in processing their applications to NBP, University Branch. Some 
originations are also extending loan facility to students of UAF. This Directorate is also offering UAF Loan to 
University students.

Test for Foreign Scholarships
This office has organized three tests for International GRE for Fulbright Scholarship and many more. More 
than 1000 students beneficed in these activities. 

Miscellaneous Facilities
This office also offers facility to deposit dues in installments for financially constrained students and those 
affected by natural calamities.

To facilitate students to prepare for the professional life CSO has also developed IEC material on resume 
writing and interviewing techniques and our other services. CSO distributes the printed informational 
material to the students in seminars and workshops accordingly. The flyers contain information regarding 
how to build resume to apply for jobs and also how to appear in an interview to get the job.
Besides the brochures containing information about psychological counseling for mental health has also 
been distributed among students in TGM workshops to make the students aware to get help from CDC in 
fixing their mental problems related to studies, their personalities and day to day life.

Beneficiaries of Counseling 
One of the core objectives of CSO is providing counseling to students for subject selection, CSS preparation, 
and job search relevant to their discipline. In the year of 2015-16 around 1350 students visited CSO for both 
career and psychological counseling.
Some previous students regularly visit CDC for counseling sessions and five new students with mental 
problems visited CDC during this period. They were referred to psychiatrist for medical treatment as well as 
being provided counseling sessions by CDC.

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PAKISTAN CENTER FOR ADVANCED STUDIES IN AGRICULTURE & FOOD SECURITY

In Pakistan’s economic systems, it is only the agriculture which provides food for entire population and 
have the potential to provide employment to the growing number of unemployed youth. University of 
Agriculture –Faisalabad aspires to ensure food security through outstanding achievements in learning, 
discovery, innovation and community service with a clear focus on programs of significance to agricultural 
and rural development. USAID funded U.S.-Pakistan Center for Advanced Studies in Agriculture and Food 
Security (USPCAS-AFS) at UAF is greatly supporting Pakistan’s economic development by strengthening UAF 
in crucially important areas. It aims to establish governance structures, improve curriculum and teaching 
practices, and upgrade the graduate programs and research to meet client (industry, civil society, and 
government) needs. This initiative is particularly benefiting the talented but economically and culturally 
disadvantaged students to access higher education in agriculture and food security.
With its remarkable interventions, the USPCAS-AFS will soon serve as a focal point for collaborative research 
and training among all nodes of agricultural sciences related to food security. It will build a cohesive scientific 
community and a platform to enable cutting edge agricultural research on current problems being faced 
by the society at large.

Goal of USPACAS-AFS
The major goal of USPCAS-AFS is to build the capacity of UAF to find innovative solutions to solve national 
and global challenges related to food, agriculture, and environment through excellence in education, 
research, outreach and policy support.

Objectives

1.	 To build the capacity of UAF to produce the highest quality workforce in the fields of food and agricultural 
production.

2.	 To bridge the gap of academic research with industry and government.
3.	 To conduct client oriented applied research in focus areas to ensure sustainable agriculture and food 

security.
4.	 To provide opportunities to talented but economically and culturally disadvantaged students to higher 

education.
5.	 To perform curricular reforms to offer the most relevant educational programs.

USPCAS-AFS Components

In order to achieve the above objectives, USPCAS-AFS is working in five dimensions;
1.	 Efficient governance and leadership
2.	 Effective curricular reforms
3.	 High quality applied and policy research
4.	 Internationally competitive multidisciplinary graduate training.
5.	 Technical and financial sustainability

1. GOVERNANCE

Under the leadership of a center Director, the USPCAS-AFS is operated by the existing UAF authorities and 
governing bodies. The USPCAS governing bodies will exert regulatory role for the smooth functioning 
of all processes not only to achieve the project targets but will also ensure its sustainability beyond the 
project life. In addition to UAF statutory bodies, USPCAS-AFS functions are governed by the following three 
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governing bodies;

i) The USPCAS-AFS Advisory Committee (AC)
The AC is the executive body for overall USPCAS project in Pakistan. It will review the progress, critically 
analyze the challenges and make recommendation in the context of overall national economy and 
sustainability. Working under leadership of USAID and HEC, it will have mandate to discuss USPCAS-AFS 
specific policy matters, personnel or other issues or feedback on which the USPCAS-AFS management seeks 
advice or on any other matter of importance.

ii) The USPCAS-AFS Steering Committee (SC)
It is the major decision-making body of USPCAS-AFS. It will govern all USPCASAFS functions by assisting 
USPCAS-AFS Management to develop long-term strategies which ensure USPCAS-AFS mandates as well 
as the interests of UAF. It will make sure that USPCAS-AFS objectives are being adequately addressed and 
the project remains under control. It will govern the processes of project management, HR, scholarships, 
training, and will be responsible to liaise USPCAS-AFS activities with the HEC, the USAID and the US Partner.

iii) The USPCAS-AFS Council for Research and Policy (CRP)
The CRP will work as a think-tank. It will develop, review, and recommend policies that support and 
enhance USPCAS-AFS research and academic activities according to the current and anticipated societal 
needs. This proactive council will bridge gap between USPCAS-AFS research and national policy through 
neutral policy analysis and initiating dialogue with government and stakeholders. It will facilitate public 
private partnerships (PPPs) by strengthening the participation of stakeholders in USPCAS-AFS research and 
education. Based on market analyses and stakeholder consultation, CRP will develop USPCAS-AFS research 
agenda, initiate curricular reform and determine the themes for funding projects, conferences and Symposia 
etc.
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2. Curricular Reforms

The USPCAS-AFS will develop a rigorous process of curricular reforms to improve the relevance and quality 
of its educational programs in line with the current and anticipated future demands of the public and 
private sector markets. The reform process will be holistic encompassing the whole UAF. The traditional 
and theory-based courses and degree programs will be revamped to produce the best workforce to serve 
the ever changing societal needs. The USPCAS-AFS academic programs will be essentially multidisciplinary 
and builton rich experiential learning through participation in advanced research, workplace internships, 
and exposure to competitive working environment by spending time in the US partner university. USPCAS-
AFS graduates will be trained to have transferable skills like oral and written communication skills, ICT 
skills, resource and financial management skills, and high professionalism which will enhance their market 
competitiveness. At least 20 postgraduate courses meeting the international standards and current demands 
of Pakistani stakeholders will be developed or reformed and 3-5 new postgraduate degree programs will be 
launched at USPCASAFS.

3. Client Oriented Applied Research

USPCAS-AFS will focus on research that directly relates to the ongoing and anticipated challenges of food 
security under the domain of agriculture. The research agenda will be developed in collaboration with 
relevant private sector and government stakeholder to ensure relevance and attract private sector funding 
for advanced research in food security and agriculture. USPCASAFS will emerge as a state of the art, modern 
applied and policy research center. It will conduct high quality applied research that relates to the ongoing 
and anticipate challenges in food security under the domain of agriculture. Under guidance from CRP, it 
will be ensured that its research agenda meets the client needs and attract private sector funding in future 
to become sustainable. Initially, five chairs (i.e. Agricultural Policy, Precision Agriculture, Climate change, 
Biotechnology and Outreach) addressing the most important areas to boost agricultural productivity will 
be established.

4. Quality Graduate Training and Capacity Building

The USPCAS-AFS will work with its U.S. counterpart University to increase the prevalent use of effective 
teaching techniques and applied learning opportunities that promote critical thinking, self-confidence and 
market value. In order to make sure that more than50% USPCAS graduates are employed upon completion 
of their studies, USPCAS-AFS will develop lifelong learning and training capabilities in collaboration with 
US partner (through exchange program) and industrial giants (through internship program). The selection 
of candidates for every opportunity will be purely on merit but ensuring the gender balance. The current 
47% female population in graduate programs at UAF clearly shows that UAF is already focused on gender 
mainstreaming. 

i) Graduate and Postgraduate Scholarships
USPCAS-AFS will administer 100 postgraduate scholarships every year to enable talented and economically 
and culturally disadvantaged students to access higher education at UAF. All students admitted in USPCAS-
AFS will be fully funded (tuition fees, boarding, bench fee, books, stipends, etc.) through USAID funds. 
In collaboration with the US Partner University, USPCAS-AFS will develop a premier student and faculty 
exchange program to provide a unique off-campus learning experience to at least 132 students and faculty. 
All PhD students (registered through a stringent process of screening) will be required to complete at 
least one semester fellowship at the partner university. Through this exchange partnership, USPCAS-AFS 
students/faculty will be able to:
1.	 Spent up to 6 months (or more depending on MoU with USU) at the host campus.
2.	 Perform research under the supervision of a host advisor. Depending on agreement, the student will be 
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encouraged to take some courses at the US University in addition to research.
3.	 Discuss and share ideas on current research issues in a new environment.
4.	 Depending on the agreement with US Partner, some exchange students may have internship opportunity 

in the US.
The fellowship will facilitate research interaction between the institutions and allow the students to enrich 
their learning experience.

ii) Internship Opportunities
True working environment of industry cannot adequately be taught within the four walls of classrooms or 
laboratories at the University. To overcome this, USPCAS-AFS will develop mutual linkages with the private 
industry within the country and beyond (with the help of US Partner) in order to launch internship programs. 
At least 50 students will be placed in internship program in different private sector organizations.

5. Technical and Financial Sustainability

In conjunction with HEC, UAF will make sure that USPCASAFS perfectly assimilates into UAF system after 
five years by creating competitive edge and ownership that is beyond UAF. Joint teaching and research 
projects with the US partner and partnership with private industry will also ensure its sustainability. Further 
to bring sustainability in USPCAS-AFS functioning, UAF will work in multiple dimensions as shown in the 
figure below.
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CONFUCIUS INSTITUTE (CI)

In order to strengthen educational cooperation between China and Pakistan, to support and promote 
the development of Chinese language education and increase mutual understanding among people of 
China and Pakistan, Confucius Institutes (CI) Headquarters, Hanban, China, Xinjiang Agricultural University, 
Urumqi, China and University of Agriculture, Faisalabad, Pakistan (UAF) Jointly Commissioned CI-UAF in 
December 2014.

Scope of Activities

The Institute executes following activities according to the Constitution and By-laws:
